Consultation
summary

Generally the communtiy response to the overall layout of the
Pickett Reserve draft Masterplan has been positive, the proprosed
new playspace and social area location was well received as was
the proprosed cuircuit path and exercise stations . The upgrade to
the lighting, more organised car parking and new terraced seating
were also highlighted as favourable elements of the masterplan.

Some of the elements requested including drinking fountains,
improved car park entry and exit and removal of old score board
are already address in the Masterplan. The traffic on Mossfield
Avenue, particularly around the Knox Gymnastics Centre car park,
was raised as an issue. There was also a request for nets behind
goals at the southern end of Plckett Reserve.

Car parking upgardes and access were a priority for the community
as was the playspace, social areas and excersise equipment.

Community surveys along with the proposed draft Masterplan for

Pickett Reserve were mailed out to local residents. The survey and
Masterplan were also available for review and comment on the
Knox City Council website.
