 Leads the delivery of active travel and road safety initiatives

Recruit 

 Set up a meeting(s) and arrange the date, time, location and agenda. 

 Ensure all members understand what the responsibilities of the Active Travel 

Committee are. 

 

Initiate 

 Assign initiatives/actions and responsibilities to match the skills and capacity of 

committee members.  

 
Assign 

 Before the end of the school year, review the committee and recruit new members for 

the following year if required.
